Six students from our school waited with excitement along with
other students from different Dhocesan schoaols in the schoel hall of Cheung
Sha Wan Catholic Secondary School to take part in the one of the most antici-
pated activities of the school year. The aim of this show 1s to provide our
students with more exposure to English and help them gain confidence 1n using
it. This year there were 4 categories of performances: Drama/Musical, Singing,
Verse Spealung and Miscellaneous such as dialogue, stand-up comedy etc. The
contestants from our school demonstrated excellent acting skills on the stage.

PSC aimed to improve students’ communication skills in a fun and
engaging manner. Students learned to become more fluent and comfortable
with their spoken English through various spealung activities and worked
towards giving a final speech or presentation individually. Creativity was
encouraged and the students managed to approach their goal in whatever way
made them comfortable. This was a highly interactive and stimulating course.

The aim of EPC was to improve students’ English pronunciation and
intonation in order to be able to communicate clearly in English. The students
learned how to speak English fluently, correctly and concisely in varicus
real-life situations.

If you don’t know what to say, change the subject or keep quiet until you feel you
can contribute easily again.

Take a card and speak about the topic for two minutes. Record yourself and then hsten,
checling for things you could improve. Next time you take the same card, can you speak more
confidently?
